Habitat Conservation Game:

Campers act as animals trying to find food, shelter, and habitat. Each animal attempts to find enough re-
sources in order to survive. Through the Habitat Conservation Game campers learn about loss of
habitat, reduced food availability and more. (Modified game of tag)

Mangrove Tug of War:

Campers explore the mangroves, the creatures that live there, and learn to
identify the three different types of mangroves through multiple senses.
Afterwards campers participate in multiple games of tug of war to show
what happens with changes in the mangrove habitat.

Invertebrate Hunt:

Subject to tides- Please speak to a River Center Educator prior to scheduling
this activity. Campers learn proper collection techniques of invertebrates
(i.e. small crabs, snails, etc). Students hunt in and around the mangroves &
and collect invertebrates for further discussion. '
